Supporting the goals and ideals of National Engineers Week, 

and for other purposes. 

Whereas engineers use their scientific and technical knowl-

edge and skills in creative and innovative ways to fulfill 

society’s needs; 

Whereas in just this past year, engineers have helped meet 

the major technological challenges of our time—from re-

building towns devastated by natural disasters to design-

ing an information superhighway that will speed our 

country into the next century; 

Whereas engineers are a crucial link in research, develop-

ment, and demonstration and in transforming scientific 

discoveries into useful products, and we will look more 

than ever to engineers and their knowledge and skills to 

meet the challenges of the future; 
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Whereas engineers play a crucial role in developing the con-

sensus engineering standards that permit modern econo-

mies and societies to exist; 

Whereas the recent National Academy of Sciences report en-

titled ‘‘Rising Above the Gathering Storm’’ highlighted 

the worrisome trend that fewer students are now focusing 

on engineering in college at a time when increasing num-

bers of today’s 2,000,000 United States engineers are 

nearing retirement; 

Whereas the National Society of Professional Engineers 

through National Engineers Week and other activities is 

raising public awareness of engineers’ positive contribu-

tions to our quality of life; 

Whereas National Engineering Week activities at engineering 

schools and in other forums are encouraging our young 

math and science students to see themselves as possible 

future engineers and to realize the practical power of 

their knowledge; 

Whereas National Engineers Week has grown into a formal 

coalition of more than 70 engineering, education, and cul-

tural societies, and more than 50 major corporations and 

government agencies; 

Whereas National Engineers Week is celebrated during the 

week of George Washington’s birthday to honor the con-

tributions that our first President, a military engineer 

and land surveyor, made to engineering; and 

Whereas February 19 to 25, 2006, has been designated by 

the President as National Engineers Week: Now, there-

fore, be it
