(a) PILOT PROGRAM.—The Secretary of Energy shall 7

establish a decommissioning pilot program to decommis-8

perimental test-site reactor located in northwest Arkansas 2

in accordance with the decommissioning activities con-3

tained in the August 31, 1998 Department of Energy re-4

port on the reactor. 5

(b) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.— 6
