of section 8c of the Agricultural Adjustment Act (7 U.S.C. 8

608c), reenacted with amendments by the Agricultural 9

Marketing Agreement Act of 1937, in the case of the ref-10

7253), if a cooperative association of milk producers elects 4

to hold a vote on behalf of its members as authorized by 5

that paragraph, the cooperative association shall provide 6

to each producer, on behalf of which the cooperative asso-7

ciation is expressing approval or disapproval, written no-8

tice containing— 9

(1) a description of the questions presented in 10

the referendum; 11

(2) a statement of the manner in which the co-12

operative association intends to cast its vote on be-13

(3) information regarding the procedures by 15

which a producer may cast an individual ballot. 16

(b) TABULATION OF BALLOTS.—At the time at which 17

ballots from a vote under subsection (a) are tabulated by 18

the Secretary of Agriculture, the Secretary shall adjust the 19

vote of a cooperative association to reflect individual votes 20

submitted by producers that are members of, stockholders 21

in, or under contract with, the cooperative association.22
