Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. ELIMINATION OF REMAINDER OF SCHIP FUND-

ING SHORTFALLS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2007.
(a) ELIMINATION OF REMAINDER OF FUNDING

SHORTFALLS, TIERED MATCIH, AND OTHER LIMITATION

ON EXPENDITURES.—Section 2104(h) of the Social Secu-

“(C)  APPROPRIATION; ALLOTMENT AU-

THORITY.—For the purpose of providing addi-

tional allotments to remaining shortfall States

under this paragraph there is appropriated, out

of any funds in the Treasury not otherwise ap-

propriated, such sums as are necessary for fis-

cal year 2007.”.
