through the end of the first sentence and inserting
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the following:
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“(e) SITING, CONSTRUCTION, EXPANSION, AND OP-

ERATION OF LLNG TERMINALS.

“(1) AUTHORITY.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-
oraph (B), the Commission shall approve or
deny an application for the siting, construction,
expansion, or operation of an LNG terminal.

“(B) STATE CONCURRENCE REQUIRED.—
The Commission shall not approve or deny an
application under subparagraph (A) without the
express concurrence of each State affected by
the application.”; and
(2) in the second sentence, by striking “Ex-

cept’” and inserting the following:

“(C) EFFECT.—Except”.
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
