(a) EXTENSION OF PROTECTION PERIOD.—Sub-

section (¢) of section 303 of the Servicemembers Civil Re-
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lief Act (50 U.S.C. App. 533(ce)) is amended by striking
“90 days” and inserting “‘one year”.

(b) EXTENSION OF STAY OF PROCEEDINGS PE-
RIOD.—Subsection (b) of such section (50 U.S.C. App.
533(b)) is amended by striking “90 days” and inserting
“one year’.

(¢) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
this section shall apply with respect to individuals per-
forming a period of military service (as that term is de-
fined in section 101(3) of the Servicemembers Civil Relief
Act (50 U.S.C. App. 511(3))) that begins on or after Octo-
ber 7, 2001.
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
