Section 7463 of title 38, United States Code, is 9

amended by adding at the end the following new sub-10

section: 11

‘‘(f)(1) The final decision of the Department with re-12

spect to any review of an adverse action under the griev-13

ance procedures prescribed under subsection (a) shall be 14

issued not later than 60 days after the adverse action has 15

been appealed. 16

‘‘(2) Such a final decision shall be subject to judicial 17

review in the appropriate United States District Court, or 18

in the case of such a decision that has been made by a 19

labor arbitrator pursuant to a collective bargaining agree-20

ment under subsection (b), the decision shall be subject 21

to judicial review in the United States Court of Appeals 22

for the Federal Circuit in the same manner as a matter 23

that is decided by the Merit Systems Protection Board and 24
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is subject to review by that court pursuant to section 7703 1

of title 5.’’. 2
