(a) EXTENSION OF CREDIT.—Paragraph (2) of sec-
tion 25C(g) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (relat-
ing to termination) is amended by striking “December 31,
20107 and inserting ‘“‘December 31, 2013,

(b) EXPANSION OF ENERGY-EFFICIENT BUILDING

PROPERTY TO INCLUDE BOILERS AND FURNACES.—Sub-

paragraph (E) of section 25C(¢)(3) of such Code (defining
qualified energy efficiency improvements) is amended by
striking “‘a stove” and inserting ‘‘biomass heating appli-
ance, including a stove, boiler and furnace,””.

(¢) INCREASE IN LIMITATION AMOUNT.—Subsection
(b) of section 25C of such Code (relating to limitation)
is amended by striking “$1,500” and inserting “$6,000”.

(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
this section shall apply to property placed in service after

December 31, 2009.
