MOTOR VEHICLE INSURANCE POLICES.

(a) IN GENERAL.—An insurer of a motor vehicle
shall provide in each motor vehicle insurance policy such
insurer issues liability coverage for bodily injuries and

death as described in subsection (b).
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(b) MiNntMmUM COVERAGE.—A policy referred to in
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subsection (a) shall include, for injuries to or death of per-
