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WORLD WAR II MEMORIAL.
The Secretary of the Interior—

(1) shall install in the area of the World War
II Memorial in the District of Columbia a suitable
plaque or an inscription with the words that Presi-
dent Franklin D. Roosevelt prayed with the Nation
on June 6, 1944, the morning of D-Day;

(2) shall design, procure, prepare, and install
the plaque or inscription referred to in paragraph
(1); and

(3) may accept and expend private contribu-
tions for the cost of preparing and installing the
plaque or inscription referred to in paragraph (1).
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
