OLYMPIA J. SNOWE, Republican, of Auburn, ME; born in Augusta, ME, February 21, 
1947; education: graduated from Edward Little High School, Auburn, ME, 1965; B.A., 
University of Maine, Orono, 1969; member, Holy Trinity Greek Orthodox Church of Lewiston- 
Auburn; active member of civic and community organizations; elected to the Maine House of 
Representatives, 1973, to the seat vacated by the death of her first husband, the late Peter 
Snowe; reelected for a full two-year term in 1974; elected to the Maine Senate, 1976; chaired 
the Joint Standing Committee on Health and Institutional Services; elected to the 96th Congress 
on November 7, 1978—the youngest Republican woman, and first Greek-American woman 
elected; reelected to the 97th through 103rd Congresses; past member: House Budget 
Committee; House Foreign Affairs Committee; leading member of the former House Select 
Committee on Aging, ranking Republican on its Subcommittee on Human Services; married to 
former Maine Governor John R. McKernan, Jr.; committees: ranking member, Small Business 
and Entrepreneurship; Commerce, Science, and Transportation; Finance; Select Committee on 
Intelligence; elected to the U.S. Senate on November 8, 1994; reelected to each succeeding 
Senate term.
