Chief, Merchant Vessel Inspection Di-
vision, Office of Merchant Marine Safe-
ty, U.S. Coast Guard affirms, sets
aside, or modifies the order.

(c) The owner of a container is liable
for any costs incident to a petition for
review including any independent sur-
veys, and for any other costs incident
to or resulting from detention or other
control of a container.

(d) Unless otherwise determined by
the Chief, Merchant Vessel Inspection

Division, Office of Merchant Marine
Safety, U.S. Coast Guard, a detention
order or other order remains in effect
pending the outcome of any petition or
appeal of that order.

(e) The Chief, Merchant Vessel In-
spection Division, Office of Merchant
Marine Safety, U.S. Coast Guard acts
on all appeals within ten days of re-
ceipt.
