736.602–3 Evaluation board functions.
Agency architect-engineer evalua-

tion boards shall perform the following
functions:

(a) Prepare a selection memorandum
recommending no less than three firms
which are considered most highly
qualified to perform the required serv-
ices for submission to the head of the
contracting activity for his/her ap-
proval. This selection memorandum
shall include the information specified
in 736.602–3(c).

(b) In evaluating architect-engineer
firms, the architect-engineer evalua-
tion board shall apply the following
criteria, other criteria established by
Agency regulations, and any criteria
set forth in the public notice on a par-
ticular contract:

(1) Specialized experience of the firm
(including each member of joint ven-
ture or association) with the type of
service required;

(2) Capacity of the firm to perform
the work (including any specialized
services) within the time limitations;

(3) Past record of performance on
contracts with USAID or other Govern-
ment agencies and private industry
with respect to such factors as control
of costs, quality of work, and ability to
meet schedules, to the extent such in-
formation is available;

(4) Ability to assign an adequate
number of qualified key personnel from
the organization, including a com-
petent supervising representative hav-
ing considerable experience in respon-
sible positions on work of a similar na-
ture;

(5) The portions of the work the ar-
chitect-engineer is able to perform
with its own forces when required;

(6) Ability of the architect-engineer
to furnish or to obtain required mate-
rials and equipment;

(7) If the geographical or topo-
graphical aspects of the project are
deemed vital, familiarity with the lo-
cality where the project is situated;

(8) Financial capacity;
(9) Responsibility of the architect-en-

gineer under standards provided in
FAR subpart 9.1. No contract may be
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
