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(2) The anticipated price of the con-
tract, including options, will not ex-
ceed— 

(i) $5,000,000 for a requirement within 
the North American Industry Classi-
fication System (NAICS) codes for 
manufacturing; or 

(ii) $3,000,000 for a requirement with-
in any other NAICS code; 

(3) The requirement is not currently 
being performed by a non-HUBZone 
small business concern; 

(4) The acquisition is greater than 
the simplified acquisition threshold 
(see part 13); 

(5) The HUBZone small business con-
cern has been determined to be a re-
sponsible contractor with respect to 
performance; and 

(6) Award can be made at a fair and 
reasonable price. 

(b) The SBA has the right to appeal 
the contracting officer’s decision not 
to make a HUBZone sole source award.

19.1307 Price evaluation preference 
for HUBZone small business con-
cerns. 

(a) The price evaluation preference 
for HUBZone small business concerns 
shall be used in acquisitions conducted 
using full and open competition. The 
preference shall not be used— 

(1) In acquisitions expected to be less 
than or equal to the simplified acquisi-
tion threshold; 

(2) Where price is not a selection fac-
tor so that a price evaluation pref-
erence would not be considered (e.g., 
Architect/Engineer acquisitions); 

(3) Where all fair and reasonable of-
fers are accepted (e.g., the award of 
multiple award schedule contracts). 

(b) The contracting officer shall give 
offers from HUBZone small business 
concerns a price evaluation preference 
by adding a factor of 10 percent to all 
offers, except— 

(1) Offers from HUBZone small busi-
ness concerns that have not waived the 
evaluation preference; 

(2) Otherwise successful offers from 
small business concerns; 

(3) Otherwise successful offers of eli-
gible products under the Trade Agree-

ments Act when the acquisition equals 
or exceeds the dollar threshold in 
25.403; and 

(4) Otherwise successful offers where 
application of the factor would be in-
consistent with a Memorandum of Un-
derstanding or other international 
agreement with a foreign government 
(see agency supplement). 

(c) The factor of 10 percent shall be 
applied on a line item basis or to any 
group of items on which award may be 
made. Other evaluation factors, such as 
transportation costs or rent-free use of 
Government facilities, shall be added 
to the offer to establish the base offer 
before adding the factor of 10 percent. 

(d) A concern that is both a HUBZone 
small business concern and a small dis-
advantaged business concern shall re-
ceive the benefit of both the HUBZone 
small business price evaluation pref-
erence and the small disadvantaged 
business price evaluation adjustment 
(see subpart 19.11). Each applicable 
price evaluation preference or adjust-
ment shall be calculated independently 
against an offeror’s base offer. These 
individual preference and adjustment 
amounts shall both be added to the 
base offer to arrive at the total evalu-
ated price for that offer.

19.1308 Contract clauses. 

(a) The contracting officer shall in-
sert the clause 52.219–3, Notice of Total 
HUBZone Set-Aside, in solicitations 
and contracts for acquisitions that are 
set aside for HUBZone small business 
concerns under 19.1305 or 19.1306. 

(b) The contracting officer shall in-
sert the clause at 52.219–4, Notice of 
Price Evaluation Preference for 
HUBZone Small Business Concerns, in 
solicitations and contracts for acquisi-
tions conducted using full and open 
competition. The clause shall not be 
used in acquisitions that do not exceed 
the simplified acquisition threshold.
