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§51.710

§51.710 Slightly spongy.

Slightly spongy means that the fruit
is puffy or slightly wilted but not flab-
by.

§51.711 Very serious damage.

Very serious damage means any spe-
cific defect described in §51.713, Table
IV; or an equally objectionable vari-
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ation of any one of these defects, any
other defect, or any combination of de-
fects, which very seriously detracts
from the appearance, or the edible or
marketing quality of the fruit.

§51.712 Diameter.

Diameter means the greatest dimen-
sion measured at right angles to a line
from stem to blossom end of the fruit.
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
