§6.5 Effective date of adjustments.

§6.6 Subsequent adjustments.

The Secretary or his or her designee by

§8.1 Purpose.

The purpose of this part is to effec-
tuate the provisions of title VI of the

Civil Rights Act of 1964 (hereafter re-
ferred to as the ““Act’’) to the end that
no person in the United States shall,
on the ground of race, color, or na-
tional origin, be excluded from partici-
pation in, be denied the benefits of, or
be otherwise subjected to discrimina-
tion under any program receiving Fed-
eral financial assistance from the De-
partment of Commerce. This part is
consistent with achievement of the ob-
jectives of the statutes authorizing the
financial assistance given by the De-
partment of Commerce as provided in
section 602 of the Act.

§8.2 Application of this part.

(a) This part applies to any program
for which Federal financial assistance
is authorized under a law administered
by the Department, including the types
of Federal financial assistance listed in
Appendix A to this part and as said Ap-
pendix may be amended. It applies to
money paid, property transferred, or
other Federal financial assistance ex-
tended after January 9, 1965, pursuant
to an application approved prior to
such effective date.

(b) This part does not apply to (1) any
Federal financial assistance by way of
insurance or guaranty contracts, (2)
money paid, property transferred, or
other assistance extended before Janu-
ary 9, 1965, except where such assist-
ance was subject to the title VI regula-
tions of this Department or of any
other agency whose responsibilities are
now exercised by this Department, (3)
any assistance to any individual who is
the ultimate beneficiary under any
such program, or (4) any employment
practice, under any such program, of
any employer, employment agency, or
labor organization except to the extent
described in §8.4(c). The fact that a
type of Federal financial assistance is
not listed in Appendix A shall not
mean, if title VI of the Act is otherwise
applicable, that a program is not cov-
ered. Other types of Federal financial
assistance under statutes now in force
or hereinafter enacted may be added to
the list by notice published in the FED-
ERAL REGISTER.

§8.3 Definitions.

(a) Department means the Department
of Commerce, and includes each and all
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of its operating and equivalent other
units.

(b) Secretary means the Secretary of
Commerce.

(c) United States means the States of
the United States, the District of Co-
lumbia, Puerto Rico, the Virgin Is-
lands, American Samoa, Guam, Wake
Island, the Canal Zone, and the terri-
tories and possessions of the United
States, and the term State means any-
one of the foregoing.

(d) Person means an individual in the
United States who is or is eligible to be
a participant in or an ultimate bene-
ficiary of any program which receives
Federal financial assistance, and in-
cludes an individual who is an owner or
member of a firm, corporation, or other
business or organization which is or is
eligible to be a participant in or an ul-
timate beneficiary of such a program.
Where a primary objective of the Fed-
eral financial assistance to a program
is to provide employment, ‘‘person’’ in-
cludes employees or applicants for em-
ployment of a recipient or other party
subject to this part under such pro-
gram.

(e) Responsible department official with
respect to any program receiving Fed-
eral financial assistance means the
Secretary or other official of the De-
partment who by law or by delegation
has the principal authority within the
Department for the administration of a
law extending such assistance. It also
means any officials so designated by
due delegation of authority within the
Department to act in such capacity
with regard to any program under this
part.

(f) Federal
cludes

(1) Grants, loans, or agreements for
participation in loans, of Federal
funds,

(2) The grant or donation of Federal
property or interests in property,

(3) The sale or lease of, or the permis-
sion to use (on other than a casual or
transient basis), Federal property or
any interest in such property or in
property in which the Federal Govern-
ment has an interest, without consider-
ation, or at a nominal consideration, or
at a consideration which is reduced, for
the purpose of assisting the recipient,
or in recognition of the public interest
