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§917.5

DEFINITIONS

§917.1 Secretary.

Secretary means the Secretary of Ag-
riculture of the United States, or any
officer or employee of the Department
to whom authority has heretofore been
delegated, or to whom authority may
hereafter be delegated, to act in his
stead.

§917.2 Act.

Act means Public Act No. 10, 73d Con-
gress (May 12, 1933), as amended, and as
reenacted and amended by the Agricul-
tural Marketing Agreement Act of 1937,
as amended (48 Stat. 31, as amended; 7
U.S.C. 601-674).

§917.3 Person.

Person means an individual, partner-
ship, corporation, association, or any
other business unit.

§917.4 Fruit.

Fruit means the edible product of the
following kinds of trees:

(a) All varieties of peaches grown in
the production area;

(b) All hybrids grown in the produc-
tion area exhibiting the characteristics
of a peach and subject to cultural prac-
tices common to peaches as rec-
ommended by the committee and ap-
proved by the Secretary; and

(c) AIll varieties of pears except
Beurre Hardy, Beurre D’Anjou, Bosc,
Winter Nelis, Doyenne du Comice,
Beurre Easter, and Beurre Clairgeau.

§917.5 Grower.

Grower is synonymous with producer
and means any person who produces
fruit for market in fresh form, and who
has a proprietary interest therein. Em-
ployees of growers and officers of cor-
porations actively engaged in growing
peaches are eligible to serve in grower
positions on the committee.
