§ 870.2340 Electrocardiograph. 
(a) Identification. An electrocardio-

graph is a device used to process the 
electrical signal transmitted through 
two or more electrocardiograph elec-
trodes and to produce a visual display 
of the electrical signal produced by the 
heart.

§ 870.2350 Electrocardiograph lead 
switching adaptor.

This device is used to con-
nect various combinations of limb and 
chest leads to the output terminals in 
order to create standard lead combina-
tions such as leads I, II, and III.

§ 870.2360 Electrocardiograph elec-
trode. 

(a) Identification. An electrocardio-
graph electrode is the electrical con-
ductor which is applied to the surface 
of the body to transmit the electrical 
signal at the body surface to a proc-
essor that produces an electrocardio-
gram or vectorcardiogram.

(a) Identification. An electrocardio-
graph surface electrode tester is a de-
vice used to test the function and ap-
plication of electrocardiograph elec-
trodes.

§ 870.2390 Phonocardiograph. 
(a) Identification. A phonocardiograph 

is a device used to amplify or condition 
the signal from a heart sound trans-
ducer. This device furnishes the exci-
tation energy for the transducer and 
provides a visual or audible display of 
the heart sounds. 

Class I (general con-
trols). The device is exempt from the

§ 870.2400 Vectorcardiograph. 

(a) Identification. A vectorcardiograph 
is a device used to process the elec-
trical signal transmitted through elec-
trocardiograph electrodes and to 
produce a visual display of the mag-
nitude and direction of the electrical 
signal produced by the heart. 

(b) Classification. Class II (perform-
ance standards). 

§ 870.2450 Medical cathode-ray tube 
display. 

(a) Identification. A medical cathode- 
ray tube display is a device designed 
primarily to display selected biological 
signals. This device often incorporates 
special display features unique to a 
specific biological signal.

§ 870.2600 Signal isolation system. 

(a) Identification. A signal isolation 
system is a device that electrically iso-
lates the patient from equipment con-
nected to the commercial power supply 
received from a utility company. This 
isolation may be accomplished, for ex-
ample, by transformer coupling, acous-
tic coupling, or optical coupling.
