§ 1618.2 Filing of documents. 
A document other than a registration 

card received by an element of the Se-
lective Service System will be consid-
ered to have been filed on the date that 
it is received: Provided, That a docu-
ment that is received which was trans-
mitted by the United States Postal 
Service (USPS) and was enclosed in a 
cover that bears a legible USPS post-
mark date will be deemed to have been 
received on that date. 

§ 1618.4 Transmission of orders and 
other official papers to registrants. 

Personnel of the Selective Service 
System will transmit orders or other 
official papers addressed to a registrant 
by handing them to him personally or 
mailing them to him to the current 
mailing address last reported by him in 
writing to the Selective Service Sys-
tem.

§ 1621.1 Reporting by registrants of 
their current status. 

Until otherwise notified by the Direc-
tor of Selective Service, it is the duty 
of every registrant who registered after 
July 1, 1980: 

(a) To notify the System within 10 
days of any change in the following 
items of information that he provided 
on his registration form: name, current 
mailing address and permanent resi-
dence address; and 

(b) To submit to the classifying au-
thority, all information concerning his 
status within 10 days after the date on 
which the classifying authority mails 
him a request therefor, or within such 
longer period as may be fixed by the 
classifying authority; and 

(c) Who has a postponement of induc-
tion, or has been deferred or exempted 
from training and service, to notify the 
System immediately of any changes in 

facts or circumstances relating to the 
postponement, deferment or exemp-
tion; and 

(d) Who has a postponement of exam-
ination, to notify the System imme-
diately of any changes in facts or cir-
cumstances relating to the postpone-
ment.

§ 1621.2 Duty to report for and submit 
to induction. 

When the Director of Selective Serv-
ice orders a registrant for induction, it 
shall be the duty of the registrant to 
report for and submit to induction at 
the time and place ordered unless the 
order has been canceled. If the time 
when the registrant is ordered to re-
port for induction is postponed, it shall 
be the continuing duty of the reg-
istrant to report for and submit to in-
duction at such time and place as he 
may be reordered. Regardless of the 
time when or the circumstances under 
which a registrant fails to report for 
induction when it is his duty to do so, 
it shall thereafter be his continuing 
duty from day to day to report for and 
submit to induction at the place speci-
fied in the order to report for induc-
tion.

§ 1621.3 Duty to report for and submit 
to examination. 

When the Director orders a reg-
istrant for examination, it shall be the 
duty of the registrant to report for and 
submit to examination at the time and 
place ordered unless the order has been 
canceled. If the time when the reg-
istrant is ordered to report for exam-
ination is postponed, it shall be the 
continuing duty of the registrant to re-
port for and submit to examination at 
such time and place as he may be reor-
dered. Regardless of the time when, or 
the circumstances under which a reg-
istrant fails to report for examination 
when it is his duty to do so, it shall 
thereafter be his continuing duty from 
day to day to report for and submit to 
examination at the place specified in 
the order to report for examination.
