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DEFINITIONS

§930.1 Act.

Act means Public Act No. 10, 73d Con-
gress (May 12, 1933), as amended, and as
reenacted and amended by the Agricul-
tural Marketing Agreement Act of 1937,
as amended (48 Stat. 31, as amended, 68
Stat. 906, 1047; 7 U.S.C. 601 et seq.).

§930.2 Board.

Board means the Cherry Industry Ad-
ministrative Board established pursu-
ant to §930.20.

§930.3 Cherries.

Cherries means all tart/sour cherry
varieties grown in the production area
classified botanically as Prunus cerasas,
or hybrids of Prunus cerasas by Prunus
avium, or Prunus cerasas by Prunus
fruticosa.

§930.4 Crop year.

Crop year means the 12-month period
beginning on July 1 of any year and
ending on June 30 of the following
year, or such other period as the Board,
with the approval of the Secretary,
may establish.

§930.5 Department or USDA.

Department or USDA means the
United States Department of Agri-
culture.

§930.6 District.

District means one of the subdivisions
of the production area described in
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
