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such product is being used in an inves-
tigation authorized by any Federal law 
and the Administrator determines that 
additional regulation under this part is 
not necessary to protect animal health 
or animal products. To apply for an ex-
emption, an individual or entity must 
submit APHIS/CDC Form 5. A written 
decision granting or denying the ex-
emption will be issued. The applicant 
must notify APHIS when an authoriza-
tion for an investigation no longer ex-
ists. This exemption automatically ter-
minates when such authorization is no 
longer in effect. 

(f) In addition to the exemptions pro-
vided in paragraphs (a) through (e) of 
this section, the Administrator may 
grant a specific exemption upon a 
showing of good cause and upon his or 
her determination that such exemption 
is consistent with protecting animal 
health or animal products. An indi-
vidual or entity may request in writing 
an exemption from the requirements of 
this part. If granted, such exemptions 
are valid for a maximum of 3 years; 
thereafter, an individual or entity 
must request a new exemption. If a re-
quest for exemption is denied, an indi-
vidual or entity may request reconsid-
eration in writing to the Adminis-
trator. The request for reconsideration 
must state all of the facts and reasons 
upon which the individual or entity re-
lies to show that the exemption was 
wrongfully denied. The Administrator 
will grant or deny the request for re-
consideration as promptly as cir-
cumstances allow and will state, in 
writing, the reasons for the decision.

§ 121.6 Exemptions for overlap select 
agents and toxins. 

(a) Clinical or diagnostic laboratories 
and other entities that possess, use, or 
transfer an overlap select agent or 
toxin that is contained in a specimen 
presented for diagnosis or verification 
will be exempt from the requirements 
of this part for such agent or toxin con-
tained in the specimen, provided that: 

(1) Unless directed otherwise by the 
Administrator or the HHS Secretary, 
within 7 calendar days after identifica-
tion, the agent or toxin is transferred 
in accordance with § 121.16 or 42 CFR 

73.16 or destroyed on-site by a recog-
nized sterilization or inactivation proc-
ess; 

(2) The agent or toxin is secured 
against theft, loss, or release during 
the period between identification of 
the agent or toxin and transfer or de-
struction of such agent or toxin, and 
any theft, loss, or release of such agent 
or toxin is reported; and 

(3) The identification of the agent or 
toxin is reported to APHIS or CDC. 

(i) The identification of any of the 
following overlap select agents and 
toxins must be immediately reported 
by telephone, facsimile, or e-mail: Ba-
cillus anthracis, Brucella melitensis, 
Hendra virus, Nipah virus, Rift Valley 
fever virus, and Venezuelan equine en-
cephalitis virus. This report must be 
followed by submission of APHIS/CDC 
Form 4 within 7 calendar days after 
identification. 

(ii) For all other overlap select 
agents or toxins, APHIS/CDC Form 4 
must be submitted within 7 calendar 
days after identification. 

(iii) Less stringent reporting may be 
required during agricultural emer-
gencies or outbreaks, or in endemic 
areas. 

(iv) A copy of APHIS/CDC Form 4 
must be maintained for 3 years. 

(b) Clinical or diagnostic laboratories 
and other entities that possess, use, or 
transfer an overlap select agent or 
toxin that is contained in a specimen 
presented for proficiency testing will 
be exempt from the requirements of 
this part for such agent or toxin con-
tained in the specimen, provided that: 

(1) Unless directed otherwise by the 
Administrator or the HHS Secretary, 
within 90 days of receipt, the agent or 
toxin is transferred in accordance with 
§ 121.16 or 42 CFR 73.16 or destroyed on- 
site by a recognized sterilization or in-
activation process; 

(2) The agent or toxin is secured 
against theft, loss, or release during 
the period between identification of 
the agent or toxin and transfer or de-
struction of such agent or toxin, and 
any theft, loss, or release of such agent 
or toxin is reported; and 

(3) The identification of the agent or 
toxin, and its derivative, is reported to 
APHIS or CDC. To report the identi-
fication of an overlap select agent or 
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toxin, APHIS/CDC Form 4 must be sub-
mitted within 90 calendar days of re-
ceipt of the agent or toxin. A copy of 
the completed form must be main-
tained for 3 years. 

(c) Unless the Administrator by order 
determines that additional regulation 
of a specific product is necessary to 
protect animal health or animal prod-
ucts, products that are, bear, or con-
tain overlap select agents or toxins 
will be exempt from the requirements 
of this part if the products have been 
cleared, approved, licensed, or reg-
istered pursuant to: 

(1) The Federal Food, Drug, and Cos-
metic Act (21 U.S.C. 301 et seq.); 

(2) Section 351 of Public Health Serv-
ice Act (42 U.S.C. 262); 

(3) The Virus-Serum-Toxin Act (21 
U.S.C. 151–159); or 

(4) The Federal Insecticide, Fun-
gicide, and Rodenticide Act (7 U.S.C. 
131 et seq.). 

(d) After consultation with the HHS 
Secretary, the Administrator may ex-
empt from the requirements of this 
part an investigational product that is, 
bears, or contains an overlap select 
agent or toxin if such product is being 
used in an investigation authorized by 
any Federal law and the Administrator 
determines that additional regulation 
under this part is not necessary to pro-
tect animal health or animal products. 

(1) To apply for an exemption, an in-
dividual or entity must submit APHIS/ 
CDC Form 5. 

(2) The Administrator will make a 
determination regarding an exemption 
within 14 calendar days after receipt of 
the application and notification that 
the investigation has been authorized 
under a Federal law. A written decision 
granting or denying the exemption will 
be issued. 

(3) The applicant must notify APHIS 
or CDC when an authorization for an 
investigation no longer exists. This ex-
emption automatically terminates 
when such authorization is no longer in 
effect. 

(e) The Administrator may exempt 
an individual or entity from the re-
quirements of this part for 30 calendar 
days if it is necessary to respond to a 
domestic or foreign agricultural emer-
gency involving an overlap select agent 
or toxin. The Administrator may ex-

tend the exemption once for an addi-
tional 30 days. An individual or entity 
may apply for this exemption by sub-
mitting APHIS/CDC Form 5. A written 
decision granting or denying the ex-
emption will be issued. 

(f) Upon request of the Secretary of 
Health and Human Services, the Ad-
ministrator may exempt an individual 
or entity from the requirements of this 
part for 30 calendar days if the Sec-
retary of Health and Human Services 
has granted an exemption for a public 
health emergency involving an overlap 
select agent or toxin. The Adminis-
trator may extend the exemption once 
for an additional 30 days.

§ 121.7 Registration and related secu-
rity risk assessments. 

(a) Unless exempted under § 121.5, an 
individual or entity shall not possess, 
use, or transfer any VS select agent or 
toxin without a certificate of registra-
tion issued by the Administrator. Un-
less exempted under § 121.6 or 42 CFR 
73.6, an individual or entity shall not 
possess, use, or transfer any overlap se-
lect agent or toxin without a certifi-
cate of registration issued by the Ad-
ministrator and the HHS Secretary. 

(b) As a condition of registration, 
each entity must designate an indi-
vidual to be its responsible official. 
While most registrants are likely to be 
entities, in the event that an indi-
vidual applies for and is granted a cer-
tificate of registration, the individual 
will be considered the responsible offi-
cial. 

(c)(1) As a condition of registration, 
the following must be approved by the 
Administrator or the HHS Secretary 
based on a security risk assessment by 
the Attorney General: 

(i) The individual or entity; 
(ii) The responsible official; and 
(iii) Unless otherwise exempted under 

this section, any individual who owns 
or controls the entity. 

(2) Federal, State, or local govern-
mental agencies, including public ac-
credited academic institutions, are ex-
empt from the security risk assess-
ments for the entity and the individual 
who owns or controls such entity. 
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
