I call upon all Americans to observe 
this day with appropriate programs, ceremonies, and activities that honor 
the Peace Corps and its volunteers, past and present, for their many con-
tributions to the cause of global peace and friendship.

Death of Army Corporal Frank W. Buckles, the Last 
Surviving American Veteran of World War I 

By the President of the United States of America 
A Proclamation 

As a mark of respect for the memory of Army Corporal Frank W. Buckles, 
the last surviving American veteran of World War I, and in remembrance 
of the generation of American veterans of World War I, I hereby order, by 
the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws of the United 
States of America, that, on the day of his interment, the flag of the United 
States shall be flown at half-staff at the White House and upon all public 
buildings and grounds, at all military posts and naval stations, and on all 
naval vessels of the Federal Government in the District of Columbia and 
throughout the United States and its Territories and possessions until sun-
set on such day. I further direct that the flag shall be flown at half-staff for 
the same period at all United States embassies, legations, consular offices, 
and other facilities abroad, including all military facilities and naval ves-
sels and stations.
