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of a Federal agency includes the chief
executive officer having responsibility
for the overall operations of a principal
geographic unit of the agency (e.g., a
Regional Administrator of the EPA).

(4) For affected sources (as defined in
this part) applying for or subject to a
title V permit: ‘‘responsible official”
shall have the same meaning as defined
in part 70 of this chapter or Federal
title V regulations (42 U.S.C. 7661),
whichever is applicable.

Water treatment chemicals means any
combination of chemical substances
used to treat water in cooling towers,
including corrosion inhibitors,
antiscalants, dispersants, and any
other chemical substances used to
treat water.

§63.402 Standard.

No owner or operator of an IPCT
shall use chromium-based water treat-
ment chemicals in any affected IPCT.

§63.403 Compliance dates.

The requirements of §63.402 of this
subpart shall be applied on the fol-
lowing schedule:

(a) For existing IPCT’s, the compli-
ance date shall be 18 months after Sep-
tember 8, 1994.

(b) For new IPCT’s that have an ini-
tial startup before September 8, 1994,
the compliance date shall be Sep-
tember 8, 1994.

(c) For new IPCT’s that have an ini-
tial startup on or after September 8,
1994, the compliance date shall be the
date of the initial startup.

§63.404 Compliance demonstrations.

No routine monitoring, sampling, or
analysis is required. In accordance
with section 114 of the Act, the Admin-
istrator or delegated authority can re-
quire cooling water sample analysis of
an IPCT if there is information to indi-
cate that the IPCT is not in compli-
ance with the requirements of §63.402
of this subpart. The owner or operator
of an IPCT may demonstrate compli-
ance through recordkeeping in accord-
ance with paragraph (c) of this section
in lieu of a water sample analysis. If
cooling water sample analysis is re-
quired:

(a) The water sample analysis shall
be conducted in accordance with Meth-

(b) On or after 3 months after the
compliance date, a cooling water sam-
ple residual hexavalent chromium con-
centration equal to or less than 0.5
parts per million by weight shall indi-
cate compliance with §63.402. Alter-
natively, an owner or operator may
demonstrate compliance through
record Kkeeping in accordance with
paragraph (c).

(c) To demonstrate compliance with
§63.402, in lieu of the water sample
analysis provided for in paragraph (a)
of this section, the owner or operator
of each IPCT may maintain records of
water treatment chemical purchases,
including invoices and other docu-
mentation that includes invoices and
other documentation that includes
date(s) of purchase or shipment, trade
name or other information to identify
composition of the product, and quan-
tity of the product.
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
