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and his or her representatives, has the 
same access for this purpose to the 
books, documents, papers, and records 
of a manufacturer as the Comptroller 
General has to those of a recipient of 
assistance for purposes of section 311 of 
the Act. 

(d) Any inspection of a nonroad en-
gine for purposes of paragraph (a)(1) of 
this section, after its sale to the ulti-
mate purchaser, is to be made only if 
the owner of such vehicle or engine vol-
untarily permits such inspection to be 
made, except as may be provided by 
any state or local inspection program. 

§ 89.1009 What special provisions 
apply to branded engines? 

A manufacturer identifying the name 
and trademark of another company on 
the emission control information label, 
as provided by § 89.110(b)(2), must com-
ply with the provisions of 40 CFR 
1039.640.
