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(2) DOE may request that a State or 
covered person supply additional infor-
mation about the fleet and its oper-
ations if DOE deems such information 
necessary for a decision on the request. 

(b) If DOE grants the request, it noti-
fies the State or covered person of the 
credit amount required to offset the 
shortfall. DOE derives the credit 
amount using the fleet’s fuel use per 
vehicle data. 

(c) DOE gives the State entity or cov-
ered person until March 31 following 
the model year for which the waiver is 
granted, to acquire the number of cred-
its required for compliance with this 
subpart. 

§ 490.809 Violations. 
If a State or covered person that re-

ceived a waiver under this subpart fails 
to comply with the petroleum motor 
fuel reduction or reporting require-
ments of this subpart, DOE will revoke 
the waiver and may impose on the 

State or covered person a penalty 
under subpart G of this part. A State or 
covered person whose waiver has been 
revoked by DOE is precluded from re-
questing an exemption under § 490.204 
or § 490.307 from the vehicle acquisition 
mandate for the model year of the re-
voked waiver.

§ 490.810 Record retention. 

A State or covered person that re-
ceives a waiver under this subpart 
must retain documentation pertaining 
to its waiver application and alter-
native compliance, including petro-
leum fuel reduction by its fleet, for a 
period of three years following the 
model year for which the waiver is 
granted. 
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
