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(3) Spreading and turning under.
Spreading and turning under of manure
or litter may be used as a means of dis-
posal only if carried out under the di-
rect supervision of a Federal represent-
ative or a State representative. If the
manure or litter is spread on a field
and turned under, the field must be in
the quarantined area, at least 50 yards
away from any building or pen where
poultry or birds are housed, and inac-
cessible to birds and poultry. The ma-
nure or litter must be turned under
within 24 hours of being spread on the
field, and the field must be left undis-
turbed for at least 30 days;

(f) All vehicles with which the birds
or poultry infected with or exposed to
Newcastle disease or their excrement
or litter have had physical contact
have been cleaned and disinfected in
accordance with part 71 of this chapter.
The vehicles have been inspected after
cleaning, and before disinfection, by a
Federal representative or State rep-
resentative, and then have been dis-
infected in the presence of a Federal
representative or State representative
with a disinfectant listed in part 71 of
this chapter;

(g) All cages, coops, containers,
troughs, and other equipment used for
birds or poultry infected with or ex-
posed to Newcastle disease, or their ex-
crement or litter have been reduced to
ashes by incineration, or have been
cleaned and disinfected in accordance
with part 71 of this chapter. The items
must be inspected after cleaning, and
before disinfection, by a Federal rep-
resentative or State representative,
and then must be disinfected in the
presence of a Federal representative or
State representative, with a disinfect-
ant listed in part 71 of this chapter;
and

(h) The premises where birds or poul-
try infected with or exposed to New-
castle disease were located have been
cleaned and disinfected in accordance
with part 71 of this chapter. The prem-
ises have been inspected after cleaning,
and before disinfection, by a Federal
representative or State representative,
and then have been disinfected in the
presence of a Federal representative or
State representative with a disinfect-
ant listed in part 71 of this chapter.

(i) After the other conditions of this
section are fulfilled, an area will not be
released from quarantine until fol-
lowup surveillance over a period of
time determined by the Administrator
indicates Newcastle disease is not
present in the quarantined area.

§82.15 Replacement birds and poultry.

Birds and poultry that have been de-
stroyed because of a quarantine for
Newcastle disease may not be replaced
by birds or poultry moved interstate
into the quarantined area until the Ad-
ministrator decides that Newcastle dis-
ease has been eradicated and that re-
placement birds or poultry will not be-
come infected with Newcastle disease.

§82.16 Extraordinary emergencies; ap-
plicability of regulations.

When, in accordance with sec. 10407
of the Animal Health Protection Act (7
U.S.C. 8306), the Secretary of Agri-
culture determines that an extraor-
dinary emergency exists because of
Newcastle disease, the regulations in
this subpart regarding interstate move-
ment shall be applicable to intrastate
movement within any State or portion
of a State subject to the Secretary’s
declaration of extraordinary emer-
gency until such time as the Secretary
terminates that declaration.

Subpart B—Chlamydiosis in
Poultry

§82.19 Definitions.

As used in connection with this sub-
part, the following terms shall have
the meaning set forth in this section.

Accredited wveterinarian. A  veteri-
narian approved by the Administrator
in accordance with part 161 of this
chapter to perform functions specified
in subchapters B, C, and D of this chap-
ter.

Administrator. The Administrator of
the Animal and Plant Health Inspec-
tion Service or any individual author-
ized to act for the Administrator.
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
