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to do so. The certificate must state 
that the requirements of paragraph (b), 
(c), or (d) of this section, as applicable, 
have been met and, for tallow other 
than that described in paragraph (b) of 
this section, must indicate the BSE 
risk classification of the exporting re-
gion. 

(f) The Administrator determines 
that the tallow will not come into con-
tact with ruminants in the United 
States and can be imported under con-
ditions that will prevent the introduc-
tion of BSE into the United States, and 
the person importing the tallow has ob-
tained a United States Veterinary Per-
mit for Importation and Transpor-
tation of Controlled Materials and Or-
ganisms and Vectors. To apply for a

§ 95.9 Derivatives of tallow derived 
from bovines. 

(a) The importation of derivatives of 
tallow from bovines is prohibited un-
less the commodity meets the condi-
tions of either paragraph (b), (c), (d), or 
(e) of this section as well as paragraph 
(f) of this section, or, alternatively, 
meets the conditions of paragraph (g) 
of this section. 

(b) The commodity meets the defini-
tion of tallow derivative in § 95.1. 

(c) The derivative is from tallow 
composed of a maximum level of insol-
uble impurities of 0.15 percent in 
weight. 

(d) The derivative is from tallow that 
originates from a region of negligible 
risk for BSE. 

(e) The derivative is from tallow that 
originates from a region of controlled 
risk for BSE, is derived from bovines 
that have passed ante-mortem and 
post-mortem inspections, and does not 
contain SRMs as defined for regions of 

controlled risk for BSE in § 92.1 of this 
subchapter. 

(f) The tallow derivative is accom-
panied to the United States by an 
original certificate signed by a full- 
time salaried veterinary officer of the 
national government of the exporting 
region, or issued by a veterinarian des-
ignated by the national government of 
the exporting region and endorsed by a 
full-time salaried veterinary officer of 
the national government of the export-
ing region, representing that the vet-
erinarian issuing the certificate was 
authorized to do so. The certificate 
must state that the requirements of 
paragraph (b), (c), (d), or (e) of this sec-
tion, as applicable, have been met and, 
for tallow derivatives other than those 
described in paragraph (b) or (c) of this 
section, must indicate the BSE risk 
classification of the exporting region. 

(g) The Administrator determines 
that the tallow derivative will not 
come into contact with ruminants in 
the United States and can be imported 
under conditions that will prevent the 
introduction of BSE into the United 
States, and the person importing the 
tallow derivative has obtained a United 
States Veterinary Permit for Importa-
tion and Transportation of Controlled 
Materials and Organisms and Vectors. 
To apply for a permit, file a permit ap-
plication on VS Form 16–3 (available 
from APHIS, Veterinary Services, Na-
tional Center for Import and Export, 
4700 River Road Unit 38, Riverdale, MD 
20737–1231, or electronically at http:// 
www.aphis.usda.gov/animallhealth/per-
mits/).

§ 95.10 Dicalcium phosphate derived 
from bovines. 

(a) The importation of dicalcium 
phosphate derived from bovines is pro-
hibited unless: 

(1) The requirements of either para-
graph (b), (c), or (d) and the require-
ments of paragraph (e) of this section 
are met; or 
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(2) The requirements of paragraph (f) 
of this section are met. 

(b) The dicalcium phosphate contains 
no trace of protein or fat; or 

(c) The dicalcium phosphate origi-
nates from a region of negligible risk 
for BSE; or 

(d) The dicalcium phosphate origi-
nates from a region of controlled risk 
for BSE, is derived from bovines that 
have passed ante-mortem and post- 
mortem inspections, and does not con-
tain SRMs as defined for regions of 
controlled risk for BSE in § 92.1 of this 
subchapter. 

(e) The dicalcium phosphate is ac-
companied by an original certificate 
signed by a full-time salaried veteri-
nary officer of the national govern-
ment of the exporting region, or issued 
by a veterinarian designated by the na-
tional government of the exporting re-
gion and endorsed by a full-time sala-
ried veterinary officer of the national 
government of the exporting region, 
representing that the veterinarian 
issuing the certificate was authorized 
to do so. The certificate must indicate 
the BSE risk classification of the ex-
porting region and state that the re-
quirements of paragraph (b) (c), or (d) 
of this section, as applicable, have been 
met. 

(f) The Administrator determines 
that the dicalcium phosphate will not 
come into contact with ruminants in 
the United States and can be imported 
under conditions that will prevent the 
introduction of BSE into the United 
States, and the person importing the 
dicalcium phosphate has obtained a 
United States Veterinary Permit for 
Importation and Transportation of 
Controlled Materials and Organisms 
and Vectors. To apply for a permit, file 
a permit application on VS Form 16–3 
(available from APHIS, Veterinary 
Services, National Center for Import 
and Export, 4700 River Road Unit 38, 
Riverdale, MD 20737–1231, or electroni-
cally at http://www.aphis.usda.gov/ 
animallhealth/permits/).

§ 95.11 Specified risk materials. 
Notwithstanding any other provi-

sions of this part, the importation of 
specified risk materials from con-
trolled-risk regions or undetermined- 
risk regions for BSE, and any commod-
ities containing such materials, is pro-
hibited, unless the Administrator de-
termines that the materials or other 
commodities will not come into con-
tact with ruminants in the United 
States and can be imported under con-
ditions that will prevent the introduc-
tion of BSE into the United States, and 
the person importing the materials or 
other commodities has obtained a 
United States Veterinary Permit for 
Importation and Transportation of 
Controlled Materials and Organisms 
and Vectors. To apply for a permit, file 
a permit application on VS Form 16–3 
(available from APHIS, Veterinary 
Services, National Center for Import 
and Export, 4700 River Road Unit 38, 
Riverdale, MD 20737–1231, or electroni-
cally at http://www.aphis.usda.gov/ 
animallhealth/permits/).

§ 95.12 Blood and blood products de-
rived from bovines. 

The importation of bovine blood and 
products derived from bovine blood is 
prohibited unless the following condi-
tions and the conditions of all other 
applicable parts of this chapter are 
met: 

(a) For blood collected at slaughter 
and for products derived from blood 
collected at slaughter: 

(1) The blood was collected in a hygi-
enic manner, as determined by the Ad-
ministrator, that prevents contamina-
tion of the blood with SRMs; and 

(2) The slaughtered animal passed 
ante-mortem inspection and was not 
subjected to a pithing process or to a 
stunning process with a device inject-
ing compressed air or gas into the cra-
nial cavity.
