FAST TRACK

The SPEAKER pro tempore. Under a
previous order of the House, the gentle-
woman from Ohio (Ms. KAPTUR) is rec-
ognized for 5 minutes.

Ms. KAPTUR. Mr. Speaker, last week
the President sent to Congress his
International Trade Agenda for 2001.
Members who were expecting a detailed
and responsible approach were sorely
disappointed.
