Mr. Speaker,
I join with Congressman ENGEL in
mourning the passing of Paul Fino,
who among other things, was I believe
the last elected Republican congress-
man from the Bronx.

In his retirement years he
moved to Nassau County, and he never
lost his love and his interest for Con-
gress. In fact, every year he would call
me to remind me to send him a pro-
gram of the congressional baseball
game.
