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and even then, the purview of audits of the
board of governors and federal reserve banks
is limited. Under the direction of the Comp-
troller General, any General Accountability
Office audit is prohibited by law from audit-
ing the board or federal reserve banks’ trans-
action history with foreign nations or infor-
mation related to monetary policy decisions,
including discount window operations, open
market operations, securities credit, and in-
terest on deposits; and

Whereas, The American public should re-
ceive the accountability and transparency
they deserve from their government. Pro-
viding the Comptroller General the author-
ity and directive to thoroughly audit the
Federal Reserve will allow for better over-
sight and lift the cloak of secrecy off this
highly-profitable and influential government
institution. Congress must take the actions
necessary to fulfill its oversight responsi-
bility: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the House of Representatives,
That we urge the Congress of the United
States to direct the Comptroller General to
complete a full audit of the Board of Gov-
ernors of the Federal Reserve System and
the federal reserve banks; and be it further

Resolved, That copies of this resolution be
transmitted to the President of the United
States Senate, the Speaker of the United
States House of Representatives, and the
members of the Michigan congressional dele-
gation.
