Chevron Chemical Company, CITGO
Refining & Chemicals Inc., E.I. du Pont
de Nemours & Company, Huntsman
Corporation, Koch Industries Inc.,
Phillips Petroleum Company, and Sun
Company, Inc. These data were

submitted pursuant to a TSCA section 4
enforceable consent agreement/order at
40 CFR 799.5000 and were received by
EPA on August 19, 1996. The
submission includes two final reports
entitled (1) **90-Day Inhalation
Neurotoxicity Study with Cyclohexane
in Rats,” and (2) “90-Day Inhalation
Toxicity Study with Cyclohexane in
Mice.” Cyclohexane is found in a
number of consumer products including
spray paint and spray adhesives and is
also available as a laboratory solvent.
