RAI NES advi sed that she net MONI CA LEW NSKY in
Novenber, 1995. They have beconme close friends. During the
Summrer of 1996, LEWNSKY told RAINES that she had been engaged in
a sexual relationship with the President. LEW NSKY advi sed
RAINES that the President would call her at the Wite House
office or home and ask her to come and see him LEW NSKY woul d
neet the President in the Oval Ofice. They would go into the
study off the Oval Ofice, and at times would kiss and engage in
reci procal oral sex.

At the tine LEWNSKY first spoke with RAINES about this
(Sunmmer, 1996), the relationship with the President had stopped,
and LEW NSKY had changed jobs and worked at tRe Pentagon.
LEW NSKY was unhappy and frustrated that she hadn't heard from
the President in over one nonth.

LEWNSKY later told RAINES that the President had
call ed LEWNSKY, and for a period of tine telephone calls were
the extent of their relationship. However, in early 1997,

LEW NSKY again went to see the President at the Oval Ofice.

LEW NSKY stated from early 1997 through about |ate Decenber 1997,
her relationship with the President resuned. This included, on
occasion, reciprocal oral sex. LEW NSKY told RAINES that the
President's secretary, BETTY CURRIE, would "clear" her through,
and that her visits in 1997 were infrequent.
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RAI NES advised that LEWNSKY showed her gifts that came
from the President. These i ncl uded: a hat pin approximtely
ei ght inches long, an antique |ooking brooch the size of a half
dollar, special edition copy of "Leaves of Gass" by WALT
VWH TMAN, itens from Martha's Vineyard with "Bl ack Dog" | ogo,
including a ball cap, and a short, baggy summer dress, and an
aut ographed photo of the two of them w shing LEW NSKY "Happy
Birthday." RAINES believed that LEWNSKY had given him two
neckties, described as nice dress ties-that RAINES believed she
saw the President wear on one occasion. LEWINSKY also told
RAI NES that LEWNSKY gave him a couple of books.

RAI NES advi sed that LEWNSKY told her she had been
subpoenaed for a deposition by PAULA JONES attorneys. LEW NSKY
was concerned with what to say. LEWNSKY felt she had done
nothing illegal, but if she denied having had sex with the
President, would this be perjury. LEW NSKY advi sed RAINES t hat
she had contacted VERNON JORDAN and JORDAN had referred a |awer
t o LEW NSKY. RAI NES was never told of or shown the affidavit
LEW NSKY and her attorney provided to JONES' attorneys. At that
time, LEWNSKY told RAINES she had not spoken to the President
about the affidavit.

Sonetime around the mddle of 1997, LEWNSKY told
RAI NES that she wanted to |eave D.C LEW NSKY asked the
President for help. VERNON JORDAN put her in contact with Revlon
and Bersa & Marcella (phonetic) in New York as well as a couple
of other firmns. RAINES didn't know how JORDAN got involved in

this job hunt. .

Rai ned advised that her last contact wth LEWNSKY was
a phone call on Tuesday, January 20, 1998. LEW NSKY asked RAI NES
to speak to her lawer BILL G NSBERG G NSBERG asked RAINES to
refer all of her calls concerning LEWNSKY to his law firm
G NSBERG al so stated "be careful.” RAINES didn't understand what
G NSBERG was referring to.

RAINES was aware of LEWNSKY's friendship with LINDA
TRI PP. LEWNSKY told RAINES she had confided in TRI PP concerning
her relationship with the President. RAI NES al so believed
LEW NSKY had also shared that information with LEWNSKY's nother

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RAI NES stated that LEWNSKY had been a very loyal and
supportive friend. RAINES found LEWNSKY to be truthful and had
no reason not to believe LEWNSKY concerni ng LEWINSKY's
relationship with the President.

PCODESTA nentioned to him that PODESTA would like for himto
interview a person who is noving to New York and is a friend of
BETTY CURRIE, the presidents secretary, about a job with the
UNI TED NATIONS in New YorKk. PCODESTA cl osed the subject matter by
sayi ng he was unaware of the person's nane, however he would send
the resune to his UNITED NATIONS office in New York.

Rl CHARDSON expl ai ned that his usual weekly routine is
to travel from New York to Washington D. C. on Tuesday norning in
time for a neeting at the WHITE HOUSE in the afternoon. He will
overnight at his suite in THE WATERGATE HOTEL on Tuesday ni ght
and attend another neeting at the WH TE HOUSE oh Wdnesday
norning and then fly back to New York in the afternoon. He then
returns to Washington D. C on Friday for a Friday afternoon
nmeeting at the WH TE HOUSE. On nost of these occasions he sees
and talks with JOHAN PODESTA.

RI CHARDSON recalls when he returned to his New York
office his Adm nistrative Assistant, |SABELE WATKINS handed him a
resume of MONICA LEWNSKY and told himthat this is the resume
that JOHN PCODESTA and BETTY CURRIE had discussed at the WH TE
HOUSE. The resune was faxed to his office from the WH TE HOUSE on
or about the sane day he arrived in New York. There was then a
di scussi on about whether or not and when to interview LEW NSKY.
Rl CHARDSON asked WATKINS to set up the interview or "put it on

RI CHARDSON recalls that a second discussion may have
occurred between hinself and JOHN PODESTA. If this discussion
took place it was probably on Air Force One on a Latin Anerican
trip. Rl CHARDSON has a vague recollection of a very short
di scussi on wherein PODESTA may have asked if the resune had been
recei ved. RI CHARDSON said his best recollection is that LEW NSKY
had not been interviewed at that tine.

RI CHARDSON stated that it is not unusual for people to
recormend others to him for possible jobs within the UN and he
always tries very hard to “extend the courtesy of seeing" each
person referred to him

The interview of LEWNSKY was put on the schedule for
an interview in Washington D. C. at THE WATERGATE HOTEL on
Cctober 31, 1997 for 7:30 am RICHARDSON recalls being in
Washi ngton on Thursday evening before the interview and recalls
the follow ng norning MONA SUTPHEN and REBECCA COOPER were at his
suite as well as his usual security guards. SUTPHEN went to the
hotel |obby to neet LEWNSKY and escort her to the suite.

RI CHARDSON net briefly with LEWNSKY and turned the
i nterview over to COOPER He recalls that he was in and out of
the sitting area during the interview. The interview centered
around a political appointnent in the area of public affairs.
Rl CHARDSON does not recall any discussion of salary but it was to
be sonewhat consistent with the salary of GENA GREIGO who was
| eaving the position being considered. RI CHARDSON r enenber s
LEW NSKY being poised and effervescent with a good background
consisting of work at the WH TE HOUSE and the Pentagon and
specifically remenbers that she was to take a trip with Secretary
of Defense COHEN sonetine in the future. The interview was
concl uded after about 25 mnutes and no job being offered.

RI CHARDSON recalls a conversation with COOPER in route
to Congress after the interview, wherein she indicated that she
i ked LEW NSKY and considered her a good prospect. Sonet i nme

al nost identical response. RI CHARDSON i ndicated to both that he
wanted to think about it for awhile. Approxi mately 7-10 days

Rl CHARDSON confirnmed that no other candidates were
interviewed for this position.

RI CHARDSON recalls that at about this tinme the |IRAQ
crisis erupted and he didn't think about LEWINSKY's application
for possibly 2 weeks. RICHARDSON at sone point renenbered
LEW NSKY and asked SUTPHEN to contact LEWNSKY and find out if
she will take the job or not. SUTPHEN reported back after
talking to LEWNSKY that she was not interested in the job
because she wanted to pursue a job in the private sector, however
she did want to thank RICHARDSON for his assistance.

RI CHARDSON bel i eves there was about 2 weeks between the
interview and the tine when SUTPHEN nmade the job offer to

LEW NSKY.

RI CHARDSON said he recalls a conversation with BETTY
CURRI E which occurred during a chance encounter in the west wng
of the WH TE HOUSE sonetinme probably before SUTPHEN offered the
job to LEW NSKY. Rl CHARDSON knows CURRIE well and they hugged
during their greeting and RI CHARDSON recalls saying to her 'l
interviewed this woman you sent, she's very good". It was ashort
conversation and she did not respond other than an acknow edgnent

of his coment.

Rl CHARDSON stated that he has not talked to anyone el se
at the WH TE HOUSE about LEWNSKY and this specifically includes
Presi dent CLI NTON.

Rl CHARDSON said he does not keep his own cal endar and
that he does not create notes or files with regard to neetings
and especially meeting with potential hires.

On the day of the publicity of the infornmation
concerning President CLINTON and LEW NSKY, COOPER called
RI CHARDSON at 6:30 am and advised himto read the newspaper about
LEW NSKY. She also indicated the article said that CLINTON
officials met with LEWNSKY for breakfast at the WATERGATE HOTEL
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whi ch RICHARDSON said was conpletely fal se.

Rl CHARDSON renenbers that probably on the next occasion
that he saw PODESTA followi ng the newspaper accounts, PODESTA
said to him that he (PODESTA) was sorry he got himinto this.

Rl CHARDSON stated that no one has tried to shape or
urge himto change his recollection of these events.

RI CHARDSON said that on Novenber 15, 1997 he had a
chance encounter with LEWNSKY in New York at the 21 CLUB where

his wife was taking him out for a birthday dinner. As he and his
wife entered the club, soneone spoke to him from across the room
He approached the person and after the person said to him "I'm

MONI CA LEW NSKY" he then realized that she was the person who had
applied for a job with the UN She was with an ol der man and
woman who she introduced.
