provide for the abolishment of proceedings in the Com­
mittee of the Whole with respect to bills and joint resolu­
tions. 1 

On February 27,1986, the Senate adopted Senate Reso­
lution 28 which amended Rule XXX so as to eliminate its 
consideration of treaties as in the Committee of the 
Whole, removing the last vestige of Senate consideration 
of any of its business in the Committee of the Whole. 2
