ury shall consult and work with appropriate
international fora to establish and independent
commission to review the operations and man-
agement structure of the IFIs: Provided further,
That the commission, which should be funded
from the budgets of the IFls, would be com-
prised of members of various nationalities who
are familiar with the management and oper-
ations of the IFIs: Provided further, That on or
before March 31, 1994, the Secretary of the
Treasury shall submit a report to the Commit-
tees on Appropriations on the progress being
made towards establishing the commission; and
the Senate agree to the same.

Amendment numbered 15:

That the House recede from its disagree-
ment to the amendment of the Senate num-
bered 15, and agree to the same with an
amendment, as follows:

In lieu of the matter proposed by said
