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contract with, any entity using funds made
available in this Act, the head of each Fed-
eral agency shall provide, to the greatest ex-
tent practicable, to such entity a notice de-
scribing the statement made in subsection
(a) by the Congress.

This Act may be cited as the ‘““Foreign Op-
erations, Export Financing, and Related Pro-
grams Appropriations Act, 1995"".
