Mr. SOLOMON, by direction of the
Committee on Rules and pursuant to
House Resolution 297, called up the fol-
lowing resolution (H. Res. 304):

Resolved, That upon the adoption of this
resolution it shall be in order to debate the
deployment of United States Armed Forces
in and around the territory of the Republic
of Bosnia and Herzegovina for one hour
equally divided and controlled by the chair-
man and ranking minority member of the
Committee on International Relations.

SEC. 2. After debate pursuant to the first
section of this resolution it shall be in order
to consider in the House the bill (H.R. 2770)
to prohibit Federal funds from being used for
the deployment on the ground of United
States Armed Forces in the Republic of Bos-
nia and Herzegovina as part of any peace-
keeping operation, or as part of any imple-
mentation force. The bill shall be debatable
for one hour equally divided and controlled
by Representative Dornan of California and
an opponent. The previous question shall be
considered as ordered on the bill to final pas-
sage without intervening motion except one
motion to recommit.

SEC. 3. After disposition of or postpone-
ment of further proceedings on H.R. 2770, it
shall be in order to consider in the House the
resolution (H. Res. 302) relating to the de-
ployment of United States Armed Forces in
and around the territory of the Republic of
Bosnia and Herzegovina to enforce the peace
agreement between the parties to the con-
flict in the Republic of Bosnia and
Herzegovina. The resolution shall be debat-
able for one hour equally divided and con-
trolled by Representative Buyer of Indiana
and an opponent. The previous question shall
be considered as ordered on the resolution to
final adoption without intervening motion.

SEC. 4. After disposition of or postpone-
ment of further proceedings on House Reso-
lution 302, it shall be in order to consider in
the House a resolution relating to the de-
ployment of United States Armed Forces in
and around the territory of the Republic of
Bosnia and Herzegovina offered by the Mi-
nority Leader or his designee. The resolution
shall be debatable for one hour equally di-
vided and controlled by the proponent and an
opponent. The previous question shall be
considered as ordered on the resolution to
final adoption without intervening motion.
