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tion (as defined in section 19(b)(1)(A) of the
Federal Reserve Act), any broker or dealer,
any investment adviser or investment com-
pany, any insurance company, any loan or fi-
nance company, any credit card issuer or op-
erator of a credit card system, and any con-
sumer reporting agency that compiles and
maintains files on consumers on a nation-
wide basis (as defined in section 603(p)).

(C) SECURITIES INSTITUTIONS.—For purposes
of subparagraph (B)—

(i) the terms ‘‘broker” and ‘‘dealer’ have
the meanings provided in section 3 of the Se-
curities Exchange Act of 1934 (15 U.S.C. 78c);

(ii) the term ‘‘investment adviser’ has the
meaning provided in section 202(a)(11) of the
Investment Advisers Act of 1940 (15 U.S.C.
80b-2(a)); and

(iii) the term ‘‘investment company’’ has
the meaning provided in section 3 of the In-
vestment Company Act of 1940 (15 U.S.C. 80a—
3).

(D) FURTHER DEFINITION BY REGULATION.—
The Federal Trade Commission, after con-
sultation with Federal banking agencies and
the Securities and Exchange Commission,
may prescribe regulations clarifying or de-
scribing the types of institutions which shall
be treated as financial institutions for pur-
poses of this subtitle.
