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‘“(ii) the accused intended to cause the
death of, or bodily injury to, the unborn
child.

‘(C) If the person engaging in the conduct
thereby intentionally Kkills or attempts to
kill the unborn child, that person shall, in-
stead of being punished under subparagraph
(A), be punished as provided under sections
880, 918, and 919(a) of this title (articles 80,
118, and 119(a)) for intentionally killing or
attempting to kill a human being.

‘(D) Notwithstanding any other provision
of law, the death penalty shall not be im-
posed for an offense under this section.

‘“(b) The provisions referred to in sub-
section (a) are sections 918, 919(a), 919(b)(2),
920(a), 922, 924, 926, and 928 of this title (arti-
cles 118, 119(a), 119(b)(2), 120(a), 122, 124, 126,
and 128).

‘“(c) Nothing in this section shall be con-
strued to permit the prosecution—

‘(1) of any person for conduct relating to
an abortion for which the consent of the
pregnant woman, or a person authorized by
law to act on her behalf, has been obtained
or for which such consent is implied by law;

‘(2) of any person for any medical treat-
ment of the pregnant woman or her unborn
child; or

‘“(3) of any woman with respect to her un-
born child.

“(d) In this section, the term ‘unborn
child’ means a child in utero, and the term
‘child in utero’ or ‘child, who is in utero’
means a member of the species homo sapi-
ens, at any stage of development, who is car-
ried in the womb.”’.

(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of
sections at the beginning of such subchapter
is amended by inserting after the item relat-
ing to section 919 the following new item:

“919a. 119a. Protection of unborn children.”.

The bill, as amended, was ordered to
be engrossed and read a third time, was
read a third time by title.
