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arms race in South Asia. Meanwhile, the
United States has been gratified by steps
taken by countries such as Argentina, Brazil,
and South Africa to join international non-
proliferation regimes.

We have worked hard to address the pro-
liferation concerns arising from the break-
up of the Soviet Union and its domination
of Eastern Europe. With the firm support
of the Congress, we are developing assist-
ance to Russia, Ukraine, Belarus and
Kazakhstan to support the safety and secu-
rity of the dismantlement of nuclear weap-
ons in the former Soviet Union. The U.S.
has also provided assistance to Russia and
Ukraine in developing systems for physical
protection and material accounting and con-
trol for materials removed from nuclear
warheads. In August, U.S. negotiators ini-
tialed an agreement to seek recovery of
highly-enriched uranium from the former
Soviet nuclear arsenal and dilute it to com-
mercial reactor fuel with no military impli-

cations. In collaboration with our allies, we
fostered the creation of science and tech-
nology centers in Moscow and Kiev to pre-
vent the outflow of nuclear weapons exper-
tise from the former Soviet Union, and pro-
vided export control and reactor safety as-
sistance to the states of Eastern Europe
and the former Soviet Union.

These accomplishments constitute a solid
contribution to continuing international ef-
forts to stem nuclear proliferation and to
promote the peace and security of all na-
tions. Nevertheless, proliferation remains a
significant and growing concern that will
require even more attention, energy, and
resources in the years ahead.
