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more freedom to parents in making their
own choices.

Skeptics may claim that these education
reforms are too much to hope for, but
that’s what used to be said about tax relief.
The truth is that real reform is possible,
if we lay our partisan differences aside and
work together in the interests of the Amer-
ican people.

Remarks at Everglades National Park, Florida

June 4, 2001

Thank you all very much. Thank you.
Thank you, Brother. [Laughter] 1 love my
brother. People in Florida are lucky to have
this good man as Governor.

I'm honored to be here with two fine
United States Senators; thank you both for
being here. Senator Graham, thanks for fly-
ing down with us, and Senator Nelson, it
was good to see you at the airport today.
Peter Deutsch—this is his district—Con-
gressman, thanks so much for coming.
We're honored to have you here. Congress-
man—TI just call her Ileana—/[laughter]—
thanks so very much for being here, Ileana,
and same to you, Lincoln. I'm honored that
youre here. The two chairmen, Chairman
Shaw and Chairman Young, I'm honored
that you all are here as well. I don’t see
Congressperson  Meek—I think she was
going to be here—she’s not.

But Jerry, I appreciate you. I appreciate
your staff. I appreciate so very much
Maureen Finnerty for giving us the brief-
ing, and I appreciate Larry Belli as well
for taking time to chopper over this beau-
tiful slice of heaven. Thank you both. And
thank all your staff for making this experi-
ence such a meaningful experience for all
of us. It's an honor to be here, especially
in these surroundings.

Visitors from around the world come to
this beautiful State to see the coasts and
the Keys and the sandy beaches. Today
we're standing in just as wondrous a scene
in Florida and just as an important part
of this State. It commands our care and
attention. This area needs our protection,
and I am here to join with your Governor
in the cause of preserving and protecting
the Florida Everglades.
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
