Letter to the Speaker of the House of Representatives on Emergency 
Response Funding To Address Consequences of the September 11 
Terrorist Attacks 
November 9, 2001

Dear Mr. Speaker: 
In accordance with provisions of Public 

Law 107–38, the Emergency Supplemental 
Appropriations Act for Recovery from and 
Response to Terrorist Attacks on the 
United States, FY 2001, today I have au-
thorized transfers from the Emergency Re-
sponse Fund totaling $9.3 billion for emer-
gency recovery and response and national 
security activities listed in the enclosed let-
ter from the Director of the Office of Man-
agement and Budget. As provided in Public 
Law 107–38, $1.7 billion will be made 
available immediately and $7.5 billion of 
these funds will be made available 15 days 
from the date of this transmittal. 

These funds are in addition to the $9.7 
billion that I previously authorized for 
transfer and will allow our Government to 
continue to address the consequences aris-
ing from the terrorist attacks of September 
11, 2001. 

With this action, I have transferred all 
but $1 billion of the funds that were made 
available to me. It is now time for the 
Congress to act without delay on the final 
$20 billion in critical defense and domestic 
needs that I requested on October 17. My 
Administration does not intend to seek ad-
ditional supplemental funding for either do-
mestic or defense needs for the remainder 
of this session of Congress. 

The details of these actions are set forth 
in the enclosed letter from the Director 
of the Office of Management and Budget. 
I concur with his comments and observa-
tions.

Message to the Congress on Continuation of the National Emergency With 
Respect to Iran 
November 9, 2001

To the Congress of the United States: 
Section 202(d) of the National Emer-

gencies Act (50 U.S.C. 1622(d)) provides 
for the automatic termination of a national 
emergency unless, prior to the anniversary 
date of its declaration, the President pub-
lishes in the Federal Register and transmits 
to the Congress a notice stating that the 
emergency is to continue in effect beyond 
the anniversary date. In accordance with 
this provision, I have sent the enclosed no-
tice, stating that the Iran emergency de-
clared by Executive Order 12170 on No-

vember 14, 1979, is to continue in effect 
beyond November 14, 2001, to the Federal 
Register for publication. The most recent 
notice continuing this emergency was pub-
lished in the Federal Register on Novem-
ber 13, 2000 (65 Fed. Reg. 68061). 

Our relations with Iran have not yet re-
turned to normal, and the process of imple-
menting the January 19, 1981, agreements 
with Iran is still underway. For these rea-
sons, I have determined that it is necessary 
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
