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one of these days. But I am—I have got
to go back. I wish I could stay and answer
questions all night, but I've got—TIll be
right there, ma’am. He’s fine. I've got to
get back and go to work.

I can’t tell you what an honor it is to
have been here. I want to thank you all
for your great questions and for your in-
credibly warm reception. It’s a huge honor
to be the greatest—to be the President of
the greatest country in the world.

God bless you all, and may God bless
America.
