AN ACT
For the relief of Fernando A. Rubio, Junior.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That, notwith-
standing the provisions of section 315 of title I1I of the Immigration
and Nationality Act, or any other provision of law making ineligible
to become a citizen of the United States any alien who has applied
for exemption or dischar%e from training or service in the ed
Forces or in the National Security Training Corps of the United
States on the ground that he is an alien, Doctor Fernando A. Rubio,
Junior, who is now serving as a captain in the United States Army,
may be naturalized upon compliance with all other provisions of
title ITI of such Act.

AN ACT

For the relief of George Scheer, Magda Scheer, Marie Scheer, Thomas Scheer,
and Judith Scheer.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in ('ongress assembled, That, for the pur-
s of the Immigration and Nationality Act, George Scheer, Magda
Scheer, Marie Scheer, Thomas Scheer, and Judith Scheer shall be held
and considered to have been lawfully admitted to the United States for
permanent residence as of the date of the enactment of this Act, upon
payment of the required visa fees. Upon the granting of permanent
residence to such aliens as provided for in this Act, the Secretary of
State shall instruct the proper quota-control officer to deduct the re-
uired numbers from the appropriate quota or quotas for the first year
that such quota or quotas are available.

Private Law 667 CHAPTER 748
AN ACT
For the relief of Alphonsus Devlin,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That, notwith-
standing the provisions of subsections (9) and (19) of section 212 (a)
of the fmmigration and Nationality Act, Alphonsus Devlin may be
admitted to the United States for permanent residence if he is found
to be otherwise admissible under the provisions of that Act: Pro-
vided, That this exemption shall apply only to a ground for exelusion
of which the Department of State or the }')epartment of Justice has
knowledge prior to the enactment of this Act.
