AN ACT 

For the relief of Viktors Neimanis. 

Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
United States of America in Congress assembled, That, notwithstand­
ing the provisions of paragraph (6) of section 212(a) of the Immigra­
tion and Nationality Act, Viktors Neimanis may, if he is found to be 
otherwise admissible under the provisions of such Act, be issued a 
visa and be admitted to the United States for permanent residence 
under such conditions and controls as the Attorney General, after 
consultation with the Surgeon General of the United States, deems 
necessary to impose: Provided, That a suitable or proper bond or 
undertaking, approved by the Attorney General, shall be given by 
or on behalf of the said Viktors Neimanis in the same manner and 
subject to the same conditions as bonds or undertakings given under 
section 213 of such Act: Provided further, That this Act shall apply 
only to grounds for exclusion under paragraph (6) of section 212(a) 
of such Act known to the Secretary of State or the Attorney General 
prior to the date of enactment of this Act.

For the relief of Lenora Bent. 

Lenora Bent. 
Be it enacted hy the Senate and House of Representatives of the 

United States of America in Congress assembled. That the Secretary 
of the Treasury be, and he is hereby, authorized and directed to pay 
out of any money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, the sum 
of $10,000 to Lenora Bent, the mother of Verentes Bent. The pay­
ment of such sum shall be in full settlement of all claims of the said 
Lenora Bent as the dependent mother of Verentes Bent against the 
United States on account of the death of her son Verentes Bent caused 
when a vehicle owned by the United States and operated by the Navy 
Department collided with a public bus on July 27,1946, near the city 
of Colon, Republic of Panama: Provided, That no part of the amount 
appropriated in this Act in excess of 10 per centum thereof shall be 
paid or delivered to or received by any agent or attorney on account 
of services rendered in connection with this claim, and the same shall 
be unlawful, any contract to the contrary notwithstanding. Any per­
son violating the provisions of this Act shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be fined in any sum 
not exceeding $1,000.
