Be it enacted ~by the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
United States of America in Congress assembled^ That the portion of George 
the site of the Anthony J. Celebrezze Federal Building in Cleveland, Washington 
Ohio, lying west of said building, on which has been erected a statue ^ ^ ^ ' j ^ ' 
of the First President of the United States, George Washington, shall, l̂eveiand, Ohio, 
from and after the date of enactment of this Act, be known and desig- designation, 
nated as the "George Washington Square".
