§104a. Semiannual statements of expenditures
by Secretary of Senate and Chief Administra-
tive Officer of House

(1) Commencing with the semiannual period
beginning on July 1, 1964, and ending on Decem-
ber 31, 1964, and for each semiannual period
thereafter, the Secretary of the Senate and the
Chief Administrative Officer of the House of
Representatives shall compile, and, not later
than sixty days following the close of the semi-
annual period, submit to the Senate and House
of Representatives, respectively, and make
available to the public, in lieu of the reports and
information required by sections 102, 103, and
1041 of this title, and S. Res. 139, Eighty-sixth
Congress, a report containing a detailed state-
ment, by items, of the manner in which appro-
priations and other funds available for disburse-
ment by the Secretary of the Senate or the
Chief Administrative Officer of the House of
Representatives, as the case may be, have been
expended during the semiannual period covered
by the report, including (1) the name of every
person to whom any part of such appropriation
has been paid, (2) if for anything furnished, the
quantity and price thereof, (3) if for services ren-
dered, the nature of the services, the time em-
ployed, and the name, title, and specific amount
paid to each person, and (4) a complete state-
ment of all amounts appropriated, received, or
expended, and any unexpended balances. Such
reports shall include the information contained
in statements of accountability and supporting
vouchers submitted to the General Accounting
Office pursuant to the provisions of section
35623(a) of title 31. Notwithstanding the foregoing
provisions of this section, in any case in which
the voucher or vouchers covering payment to
any person for attendance as a witness before
any committee of the Senate or House of Rep-
resentatives, or any subcommittee thereof, dur-
ing any semiannual period, indicate that all ap-

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pearances of such person covered by such vouch-
er or vouchers were as a witness in executive
session of the committee or subcommittee, in-
formation regarding such payment, except for
date of payment, voucher number, and amount
paid, shall not be included in the report com-
piled pursuant to this subsection for such semi-
annual period. Any information excluded from a
report for any semiannual period by reason of
the foregoing sentence shall be included in the
report compiled pursuant to this section for the
succeeding semiannual period. Reports required
to be submitted to the Senate and the House of
Representatives under this section shall be
printed as Senate and House documents, respec-
tively.

(2) The report by the Secretary of the Senate
under paragraph (1) for the semiannual period
beginning on January 1, 1976, shall include the
period beginning on July 1, 1976, and ending on
September 30, 1976, and such semiannual period
shall be treated as closing on September 30, 1976.
Thereafter, the report by the Secretary of the
Senate under paragraph (1) shall be for the semi-
annual periods beginning on October 1 and end-
ing on March 31 and beginning on April 1 and
ending on September 30 of each year.

(3) The report requirement relating to quan-
tity, as contained in subparagraph (2) of para-
graph (1), does not apply with respect to the
Senate.

(4) Each report by the Secretary of the Senate
required by paragraph (1) shall contain a sepa-
rate summary of Senate accounts statement for
each office of the Senate authorized to obligate
appropriated funds, including each Senator’s of-
fice, each officer of the Senate, and each com-
mittee of the Senate. The summary of Senate
accounts statement shall include—

(A) the total amount of appropriations made
available or allocated to the office;

(B) any supplemental appropriation, transfer
of funds, or rescission and the effect of such
action on the appropriation or allocation to
the office;

(C) total expenses incurred for salary and of-
fice expenses; and

(D) the unexpended balance.

§104b. Report of disbursements for House of
Representatives

(a) In general

Not later than 60 days after the last day of
each semiannual period, the Chief Administra-
tive Officer of the House of Representatives
shall submit to the House of Representatives,
with respect to that period, a detailed, itemized
report of the disbursements for the operations of
the House of Representatives.

(b) Contents

The report required by subsection (a) of this
section shall include—

(1) the name of each person who receives a
payment from the House of Representatives;

(2) the quantity and price of any item fur-
nished to the House of Representatives;

(3) a description of any service rendered to
the House of Representatives, together with a
statement of the time required for the service,
and the name, title, and amount paid to each
person who renders the service;

(4) a statement of all amounts appropriated
to, or received, or expended by the House of
Representatives, and any unexpended balances
of such amounts;

(5) the information submitted to the Comp-
troller General under section 3523(a) of title 31;
and

(6) such additional information as may be re-
quired by regulation of the Committee on
House Oversight of the House of Representa-
tives.

(c) Exclusion

Notwithstanding subsection (b) of this section,
if a voucher is for payment to an individual for
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attendance as a witness before a committee of
the Congress in executive session, the report for
the semiannual period in which the appearance
occurs shall show only the date of payment,
voucher number, and amount paid. Any informa-
tion excluded from a report under the preceding
sentence shall be included in the report for the
next period.

(d) House document

Each report under this section shall be printed
as a House document.

(e) Conforming provision

The provisions of—
(1) sections 102, 103, and 104! of this title; and
(2) section 104a of this title;

that require submission and printing of state-
ments and reports are not applicable to the
House of Representatives.

(f) Effective date

This section shall apply to the semiannual pe-
riods of January 1 through June 30 and July 1
through December 31 of each year, beginning
with the semiannual period in which this sec-
tion is enacted.

§105. Preparation and contents of statement of
appropriations

The statement of all appropriations made dur-
ing each session of Congress shall be prepared
under the direction of the Committees on Appro-
priations of the Senate and House of Represent-
atives, and said statement shall contain a
chronological history of the regular appropria-
tion bills passed during the session for which it
is prepared. The statement shall indicate the
amount of contracts authorized by appropria-
tion Acts in addition to appropriations made
therein, and shall also contain specific reference
to all indefinite appropriations made each ses-
sion and shall contain such additional informa-
tion concerning estimates and appropriations as
the committees may deem necessary.
