ORDER

Before BRISCOE, Chief Circuit Judge, LUCERO and GORSUCH, Circuit
Judges.

This court lacks jurisdiction over this appeal because all of the claims
against all of the parties have not been finally adjudicated. See Fed. R. Civ. P.

54(b).
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Pursuant to Lewis v. B.F. Goodrich, 850 F.2d 641, 645-46 (10th Cir. 1988),
this court gave the plaintiff an opportunity to obtain either a final judgment or a
Rule 54(b) certification from the district court. The district court denied the
plaintiff’s motion for certification.

The plaintiff asks this court to allow his appeal to proceed because the
district court order is final as to some of the defendants. Without a final judgment
or a proper Rule 54(b) certification, however, this court lacks jurisdiction.
Moreover, only the district court may issue a Rule 54(b) certification and the
denial of such certification is not appealable. See McCall v. Deeds, 849 F.2d
1259 (9th Cir. 1988); Makuc v. American Honda Motor Co., Inc., 692 F.2d 172,
173-74 (1st Cir. 1982).

Accordingly, this appeal is DISMISSED.
