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ORDER

 On November 15, 2011, the court issued an order in connection with this

proceeding directing Triginal D. Jackson to identify what order he is attempting to appeal

in the district court.  Mr. Jackson filed a response but failed to comply with the court’s

directives because he did not identify an order entered by the district court that he is

attempting to appeal.  On the contrary, Mr. Jackson expressly states in his response that

there is no order he is appealing, he is awaiting a ruling on a pending motion for

attorneys’ fees that has not been decided.

This appeal is dismissed for failure to prosecute pursuant to 10  Cir. R. 42.1th

because Mr. Jackson did not comply with the court’s directive to identify the order from
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which Mr. Jackson seeks an appeal.

If Mr. Jackson is of the view that an unreasonable amount of time has passed since

he filed his motion for attorneys’ fees and he seeks an order from this court directing the

district court to rule on the pending motion, he should file a petition seeking a writ of

mandamus pursuant to Fed. R. App. P. 21 asking this court to compel the district court to

rule on the pending motion.  See, e.g., In re Phillips, 133 F.3d 770 (10  Cir. 1998). th
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
