The United
States remains firmly committed, with its
partners around the world, to the fight
against terror and those who commit these
heinous acts.

Later in the morning, the President and
Mrs. Bush met with U.S. Embassy personnel
at the American Center. They then traveled
to Bucharest, Romania, arriving in the after-
noon.

In the afternoon, the President partici-
pated in a welcoming ceremony with Presi-
dent Ion Iliescu of Romania at Cotroceni Pal-
ace. The two Presidents then had a bilateral
meeting.

Later in the afternoon, the President was
joined by Mrs. Bush, and they met with U.S.
Embassy personnel at the Ambassador’s Res-
idence.

In the evening, the President and Mrs.
Bush returned to Washington, DC.
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
