SUBJECT:  Changes to the Government Publishing Office (GPO) Deposit Accounts Web Site 

 

GPO announces a change to the Deposit Accounts web site server.  Effective April 13, 2015, the Deposit Accounts 

web site will be migrated to a new URL, https://financialdocuments.gpo.gov/ titled GPO Financial Document 

Repository.  At that time, the old URL https://depositaccounts.gpo.gov/, will be linked to the new site. It is 

suggested you bookmark the new site for future use. 

 

Q.  Why is this change being made to the URL?   

 

A:  This Financial Document Repository web site will host the Deposit Accounts along with the NEW Documents:  

Form 400 (Invoices).  This new site is where GPO customers will be able to access digital GPO Form 400 Invoices.  

More information will be forth coming next week on the Documents: GPO Form 400 site. 

 

Q:  As a current Deposit Accounts user, will I need to get a new login password to access my Deposit Accounts 

information? 

 

A:  No, as a current Deposit Accounts Agency Administrator or Agency User, your login E-mail and Password will 

remain the same.   

 

Q:  What changes are expected to the Deposit Accounts site in the new Financial Document Repository site? 

 

A:  Below are screen shots that will walk you through accessing Deposit Accounts in the new Financial Document 

Repository site.   

 

 The first screen is the ‘User login’ 

o Enter E-mail address and Password 

 The second screen is the ‘User Menu’ 

o User will pick which site they wish to access 

 Deposit Accounts 

 Documents: Form 400 

 The third screen is the ‘Deposit Accounts’  

 View your deposit account statements  
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 ‘User login’ screen: 

 

o Enter your current E-mail address and Password 

o Click the Log in button 
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 ‘User Menu’ screen:

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Q:  If I currently have access to the Deposit Accounts site will I automatically be able to access the Documents: 

Form 400 site? 

 

A:  No.  As with the Deposit Accounts site, agencies must designate an Agency Administrator Role for the 

Documents: Form 400 site.  If you are designated as your Agency Administrator Role, click on the following link:
